ANNE ARVIA

Anne Arvia has big plans now that she runs one of the largest and most influential community banks in America.

Three years ago, Ms. Arvia was elevated from chief financial officer to president of Chicago banking for ShoreBank after her mentor and the bank's chief executive, Margaret Cheap, died of cancer.

With no operations experience, Ms. Arvia quickly reorganized the bank to focus on what it's good at (lending to apartment-building owners and small businesses in its South and West Side neighborhoods) and shedding what it's not (auto lending).

Her reward: She was named CEO last year of all ShoreBank operations, including Detroit, making her one of the very few female bank CEOs in Chicago.

Putting aside her cautious leanings as a former accountant, she's set a formal goal to double the bank's size by 2007, to $2.4 billion in assets. "That's been part of the fun — breaking out of the accountant box," she says.

In her personal life, she tends toward the unconventional. Her husband, also a trained CPA, stays home with their two kids, ages 9 and 11, in suburban Mokena. "He's chairman of Arvia Inc.," she says.
ROBIN CHASE

Robin Chase co-founded Zipcar in January 2000 and was Chairman and CEO for its first three years.  She is currently Vice-Chair of Zipcar, and a Loeb Fellow at Harvard University. 

Zipcar gives members 24-hour access to cars by-the-hour that are parked throughout major metropolitan areas. Their innovative use of the internet and wireless technology enables rental cars to emulate personal cars.  Zipcar has grown to 20,000 members using cars in 350 different locations in Boston, Washington DC, and New York. It is rapidly revolutionizing people's relationship to their cars and improving the quality of urban life.  

Ms. Chase and Zipcar are featured frequently in the news including the Today Show, The New York Times, Inc, Entrepreneur, Wired, and Time Magazines. Robin has received many awards, including the Massachusetts Governor's Award for Entrepreneurial Spirit, Start-up Woman of the Year, Fast Company's Fast 50 Champions of Innovation, technology and innovation awards from Fortune, CIO, and Info World Magazines, and numerous environmental awards from national, state, and local governments and organizations.

Ms. Chase graduated from Wellesley and MIT's Sloan School of Management.

DONALD D. T. CHEN

Don Chen is founding Executive Director and CEO of Smart Growth America (SGA), a nationwide coalition that promotes a better way to grow: one that protects open space and farmland, revitalizes neighborhoods, keeps housing affordable, and provides more transportation choices. While at SGA, he has cultivated four key programs: coalition building, policy development, communications, and research, and has led efforts to create the Smart Growth Leadership Institute and the National Vacant Properties Campaign within SGA. He has also written numerous articles and reports, including “The Science of Smart Growth,” which appeared in the December 2000 issue of Scientific American. He has lectured widely throughout North America, Australia, Asia, and Europe, and has appeared in many leading news outlets, including CNN, National Public Radio and The New York Times. 

Mr. Chen has extensive federal policy experience, working closely with recent administrations as well as the Senate Smart Growth Task Force, the House Livable Communities Task Force, the Congressional Hispanic Caucus and the Congressional Black Caucus. He has also testified before the United States Senate to support smart growth legislation. His research activities include committee appointments with the National Academy of Sciences, including the Committee on Physical Activity, Health, Transportation and Land Use (Institute of Medicine and Transportation Research Board). 

Mr. Chen currently serves on the Boards of Directors of West Harlem Environmental Action, Grist Magazine, the Institute for Location Efficiency, and the Growth Management Leadership Alliance, and was a founding Board Co-Chair of the Environmental Leadership Program (currently serving on their Advisory Board). 

Prior to founding SGA, Mr. Chen was a researcher at the World Resources Institute, the Rocky Mountain Institute, and the Surface Transportation Policy Project, where he co-authored Once There Were Greenfields: How Urban Sprawl is Undermining America’s Environment, Economy and Social Fabric (Natural Resources Defense Council, 1998). 

Don has a Bachelor’s Degree in Political Science from Yale University and a Master’s Degree from the Yale School of Forestry & Environmental Studies. He and his wife Anjali and daughters Meena and Avanthi live in Washington, DC.

HENRY CISNEROS

As the founder and chairman of American CityVista, Henry Cisneros brings executive and urban planning experience to the community-building joint venture he formed with KB HOME in August 2000. Mr. Cisneros is also the chairman of CityView, a California-based company dedicated to creating for-sale workforce housing in urban areas in the Pacific Region. 

The focus of these companies is to build significant numbers of homes - "villages within the city" - in the central neighborhoods of major metropolitan areas. The need for new homes within cities, the redevelopment priorities of local governments, and the homeownership dreams of urban families - all make the concept of building reasonably priced communities in central city areas an attainable business goal.

Mr. Cisneros is also the founder and Chairman of American Sunrise, a non-profit venture focused on homeownership and after-school programs in high-poverty areas of San Antonio.

Previously, Mr. Cisneros was President and Chief Operating Officer of Univision Communications in Los Angeles, the Spanish-language broadcaster which has become the fifth-most-watched television network in the nation.

From 1993 to 1997, Mr. Cisneros served as the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. As a member of President Clinton's Cabinet, Secretary Cisneros was assigned America's housing and community development portfolio. He is credited with initiating a major revitalization of many of the nation's public housing developments and with formulating policies which have contributed to today's record homeownership rate. Prior to joining the Cabinet, he was Chairman of Cisneros Asset Management Company, a fixed-income money management firm operating nationally.

In 1981, Cisneros became the first Hispanic American Mayor of a major U.S. city - San Antonio. During his four terms in office, Cisneros helped rebuild the City's economic base and created jobs through massive infrastructure and downtown improvements, earning for San Antonio a reputation as one of the most progressive cities in the nation in that era.

Mr. Cisneros has served as President of the National League of Cities, Chairman of the National Civic League, Deputy Chair of the Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas, as a board member of the Rockefeller Foundation, and as Chairman of the San Antonio Hispanic Chamber of Commerce. Mr. Cisneros presently serves as a board member of Countrywide Mortgage, The Enterprise Foundation, and the New America Alliance.

He holds a Bachelor of Arts and a Master's degree in Urban and Regional Planning from Texas A&M University. He earned a Master's degree in Public Administration from Harvard, a Doctorate in Public Administration from George Washington University, and has been awarded over 20 honorary doctorates from leading universities across the nation. He served as an infantry officer in the U.S. Army.

JAMES DODGE

James Dodge was Chairman, President, and Chief Executive Officer of Providence Energy Corporation and its subsidiaries, including the Providence Gas Company, Rhode Island’s largest natural gas distribution company.  

A graduate of the University of Michigan, Mr. Dodge served in a number of management capacities during his more than 35 years in the energy business.  He served as President and Chief Executive Officer of Vermont Gas Systems.  He also held positions at Boston Gas, Eastern Enterprises, and Exxon.

As a leader of the New England Gas industry, Mr. Dodge was a director of the American Gas Association, and the New England Gas Association.  He was also a member of the Guild of Gas Managers and was a chairman of the New England Gas Association.

Mr. Dodge has been active in a number of civic and community organizations.  He served on the board of Directors of the Greater Providence Chamber of Commerce, the Rhode Island Philharmonic Orchestra, the Providence Foundation, and the Rhode Island Depositors Economic Protection Corporation (DEPCO).  He was the Chairman of Grow Smart Rhode Island, Chairman of the Providence Foundation, and a member of the Warwick Station Redevelopment Agency.  He was the Director of Capital Properties Inc.  Mr. Dodge is now retired, and is currently involved in planning activities in Estero, Florida, where he is also President of the Homeowner’s Association.  He and his wife, Peggy, are the parents of three grown children. 

PARRIS N. GLENDENING

Parris N. Glendening is President of the newly formed Smart Growth Leadership Institute, a project of Smart Growth America, a nation-wide coalition of nearly 100 organizations promoting a better way to grow; one that protects open space and farmland, revitalizes neighborhoods, keeps housing affordable, and makes communities more livable.  As president, Mr. Glendening travels the country advising about the dangers of urban sprawl and its effect on our communities as well as recommending a range of solutions.

Prior to that, Mr. Glendening spent eight years as Governor of the state of Maryland, where he made the environment, especially, smart growth-- education and inclusiveness the heart of his legislative, administrative and personal agenda.  In addition, Governor Glendening had the honor of being elected chairman of the National Governor’s Association by his colleagues, where he made quality of life issues his top agenda item.  He also served as President of the Council of State Governments.  He was elected to statewide office after serving three terms as county executive of Prince George’s County, a jurisdiction of 800,000 outside of Washington, D.C.

Mr. Glendening arrived in Maryland from the state of Florida, where he received a bachelor’s degree in 1964 from Florida State University, a master’s degree in 1965 and his doctorate in 1967, all in the area of Political Science.  Following his graduation, he taught Political Science for 27 years at the University of Maryland before being elected Governor in 1994.  His textbooks on government and politics were used in over 400 colleges and universities across the nation.

For his dedication to preserving open space, ending sprawl, and revitalizing Maryland’s communities, Governor Glendening received the American Society of Landscape Architects' Olmsted Award and the Harvard Innovations in American Government Award. He was also named a "Public Official of the Year" by Governing Magazine, based on the impact of his nationally recognized Smart Growth program. He received this award twice – once at the local level and once at the state level. He is the only person to have that honor as both a state and local official. He also received the National Civic Leagues’ All American City Award, which was presented to him by President Reagan.

Mr. Glendening lives in Annapolis with his wife Jennifer and his daughter Bri.  His son, Raymond, is a graduate of West Virginia University.
RALPH E. GROSSI

Since August 1985, Ralph E. Grossi has served as president of American Farmland Trust (AFT), a national nonprofit organization working to stop the loss of productive farmland and to promote farming practices that lead to a healthy environment.  During his tenure, AFT has become the leading national non-profit organization focused on farmland protection.

Mr. Grossi, a third-generation Marin County, Calif. farmer, graduated from California Polytechnic State University in 1971, and since then has been managing partner of Marindale Ranch, a family partnership that has been in the dairy and beef business for more than eighty years, spanning four generations. He holds a number of national awards in his field, including the 1976 Outstanding Young Farmer and Rancher of the California Farm Bureau Federation, the 1985 Feinstone Environmental Award and the 2002 Man of the Year in Service to Agriculture presented by Progressive Farmer magazine.

Mr. Grossi was a co-founder and chairman of the Marin Agricultural Land Trust, which protects Marin County, Calif. agricultural land by acquisition of conservation easements. From 1979 to 1981, he served as president of Marin County Farm Bureau and from 1980 until he became president, as a member of AFT’s Board of Directors. 

He is currently serving as chairman of the board of directors of Smart Growth America, a coalition of national and regional organizations, and serves on the boards of directors of the Charles Valentine Riley Memorial Foundation and Graduate School, USDA. Additionally, he serves on the advisory board of the Yale School of Forestry and Environmental Studies, on the University of California President’s Advisory Commission on Agriculture and Natural Resources, and the National Center for Smart Growth Research and Education.

He has also served on the National Commission on Non-Point Source Pollution, the Maryland Greenways Commission, the California Williamson Act Task Force, the California Agricultural Water Problems Advisory Committee, the University of California Agricultural Issues Center, the Wallace Institute for Alternative Agriculture Advisory Board, Pennsylvania’s 21st Century Commission on the Environment, the California Polytechnic University School of Agriculture Advisory Board, the California Holstein Association Board of Directors, and as a deacon of the First Presbyterian Church of Novato, CA.

Mr. Grossi and his wife, the former Judy Lamb, live in Rockville, Maryland.  They have three adult daughters.

WILLIAM H. HUDNUT, III

Former four-term Mayor of Indianapolis and Congressman, author, public speaker, TV commentator, think tank fellow, elected official, and clergyman, Bill Hudnut currently occupies the Urban Land Institute/Joseph C. Canizaro Chair for Public Policy at the Urban Land Institute in Washington, DC, a non-profit Washington-based organization dedicated to promoting quality land use and influencing public policy through research and education.  

Hudnut is probably best known for his sixteen-year tenure as Mayor of Indianapolis, 1976-1991.  His stated goal was to build a "cooperative, compassionate and competitive" city.  He established "a national reputation for revitalizing his Midwestern city," (The Washington Post) and came to be regarded as "an entrepreneurial leader willing to take prudent risks" (The Toledo Blade).  He spearheaded the formation of a public-private sector partnership that led to Indianapolis' emergence during the 1980s as a major American city.   A past president of the National League of Cities and the Indiana Association of Cities and Towns, Mr. Hudnut helped Indianapolis record spectacular growth during his sixteen years in office

Mr. Hudnut sponsored seventeen bills that became public law as a Congressman.  He is currently serving as Mayor of Chevy Chase, MD and is a member of the Board of the National League of Cities.  He was a member of the Millennial Housing Commission appointed by Congress during 2001-2002.  Prior to his entry into public life, as a clergyman he served churches in Buffalo, NY, Annapolis, MD, and Indianapolis, IN.  After stepping down as Mayor, Mr. Hudnut held posts at the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard, the Hudson Institute in Indianapolis, and the Civic Federation in Chicago, before assuming his current position with ULI in 1996. 

Mr. Hudnut is the recipient of many awards, including Princeton University's highest alumni honor, the Woodrow Wilson Award for public service (1986); City and State magazine's "Nation's Outstanding Mayor of 1988"; the Rosa Parks Award from the American Association for Affirmative Action in 1992; and the Distinguished Public Service Award from the Indiana Association of Cities and Towns (1985).

Mr. Hudnut graduated from Princeton University with high honors and election into Phi Beta Kappa.  He graduated summa cum laude from Union Theological Seminary in New York City.  He has received honorary degrees from thirteen colleges and universities. 

MAYOR WILLIAM A. JOHNSON, JR.

In January 1994, William A. Johnson, Jr. assumed office as the 64th Mayor of the City of Rochester, and the first African-American to hold the position of chief executive for New York’s third largest city.  In November 2001, he was elected to his third four-year term.

Mayor Johnson has made accessible government one of his top priorities.  During each of his first two terms, he made more than 4,000 public appearances, interacting with a broad cross-section of community residents that included school children, senior citizens, corporate executives and business owners, working-class citizens, and the poor and unemployed.

He has been instrumental in launching new programs and initiatives that will position Rochester as a viable and vibrant renaissance city.  His efforts have been concentrated in the areas deemed most critical to improving the quality of life for all city residents: public safety, economic development, neighborhood revitalization, human services, education, and a regional focus on government services.  As a result, Rochester was designated an All America City in 1998, and one of America’s Most Livable Cities in 2000 by Partners for Livable Community.  In 1999 Governing Magazine named Mayor Johnson one of the Top 10 Public Officials in America.  

Mayor Johnson’s efforts have resulted in such innovative initiatives as the Neighbors Building Neighborhoods process of citizen empowerment, Neighborhood Empowerment Teams which provide a rapid response to neighborhood quality of life issues, affordable and market-rate city housing development, comprehensive youth violence prevention programs, community oriented policing, the establishment of downtown entertainment districts (including a major music festival), and a AGood Grades Pay@ program tied to youth employment.  

One of Mayor Johnson’s most notable accomplishments was the leveraging of more than $35 million in private investment for the construction and expansion of five supermarkets within the city by a major national chain. This is particularly noteworthy because it is contrary to the national trend of disinvestment by supermarket chains in urban communities.  Mayor Johnson has also undertaken efforts to attract international investments and recognition to Rochester. He led a delegation of U.S. Mayors to South Africa in 1995, and formed two new Sister City partnerships in Japan and the Dominican Republic.  Rochester now has 10 Sister Cities.

Mayor Johnson earned his B.A. and M.A. degrees in political science from Howard University in Washington, D.C.  After completing graduate school, Johnson taught political science at C.S. Mott Community College in Flint, Michigan, for four years.  In 1971, he became Deputy Executive Director of the Urban League of Flint.  Less than two years later, Johnson was selected to be the President and CEO of the Urban League of Rochester, a position he held for 21 years.  During his tenure at the Urban League, Johnson launched a number of successful programs.  He received national recognition in 1985 for developing the Community-wide Initiative to Improve the Quality of Education in the Rochester Public Schools; he established the Salute to Black Scholars Program, which recognizes outstanding academic achievement among African-American high school students; and, he established the Black Scholars Endowment Fund, a $1 million permanent fund that awards scholarship money to deserving students.

Throughout his career, Mayor Johnson has served on numerous boards and committees, both nationally and locally.  He has received more than 100 awards, citations, and honors from educational, civic, and fraternal organizations.  In 1990, he received an honorary Doctor of Humane Letters degree from Keuka College, and was selected as the 1993-94 Distinguished Minett Professor at the Rochester Institute of Technology’s College of Continuing Education.  He was awarded the prestigious Whitney M. Young Medallion for outstanding service to the National Urban League and was inducted into the League’s Quarter Century Club in 1996.  He received the honorary degrees,  Doctor of Laws from St. John Fisher College in 1998 and  Doctor of Humane Letters from Rochester Institute of Technology in 1999. 

Mayor Johnson is married to Sylvia McCoy, an Assistant U.S. Attorney.  He has three daughters, a stepdaughter and four grandchildren.  He is a member of Mt. Olivet Baptist Church, and has served as organist in a number of churches for over 40 years.
GARY LAWRENCE

Gary Lawrence is Arup’s Principal Sustainability Consultant and is leader of  the Consulting and Infrastructure practices in the firm’s Seattle, USA office.   Arup is a firm of 7000 engineers, designers, planners, and scientists helping  shape a better built environment throughout the world from 82 offices in 35  countries on 5 continents.   He helps public sector, private sector and nonprofit organizations achieve success in both their terms and in society’s terms through integration of sustainable principals and practices into their  plans, strategies, products and services.   

Prior to joining Arup he was President of Sustainable Strategies and Solutions, Inc., a firm that assisted international organizations and national  government agencies with institutional and political change toward more  sustainable public policy.   Before creating this firm he directed the Center for Sustainable Communities in the University of Washington’s College of  Architecture and Urban Planning.  Before joining the University he worked in local government as Planning Director for the City of Seattle, CAO of  Redmond, WA and Chief of Staff for the Snohomish County (WA) Executive.

Mr. Lawrence was honored to serve as a member of the United States  Delegation to Habitat II, as Senior Policy Advisor to the Global Environment Center for US Agency  for International Development and as Scientist-in-Residence at the University of Essen, Germany.  He is a member of the National Smart Growth Council, Advisory Committee for the UN Best Practices Centre, Dean’s Advisory Committee for the College of Agriculture and Landscape at the University of British Columbia, and Advisory Committee for the Center for Small Business and the  Environment in addition to other voluntary roles. He is also an Adjunct Professor in the Huxley College of Environmental Studies at Western Washington University.

He resides in Seattle with his brilliant, lovely and charming wife, Dr. Patricia Ann Totten.

MAYOR PATRICK McCRORY

In December 2003, Mayor McCrory was sworn in as the only Mayor in the history of the City of Charlotte to serve a fifth term. 

Mayor McCrory began his political career in Charlotte in 1989 when he was elected as an At-Large City Council representative in his first run for an elected office.  He was reelected in both 1991 and 1993, serving as Mayor Pro Tem in 1993 until elected Mayor in 1995.

Mayor McCrory has distinguished himself as a leader in the areas of public safety, economic development, housing, and transportation.  He has been recognized nationally for his leadership in developing Charlotte’s 25-year transportation and land use plan.  The Mayor was the recipient of the national Homeownership Hero Award in 2003 recognizing his innovative work in leading Charlotte to have one of the highest homeownership rates in the country.  Since September 2001, McCrory has been called upon by President Bush and Homeland Security Secretary Tom Ridge to identify public safety partnerships between local and federal government and develop a local Citizens Corp.  In October 2003, Mayor McCrory was appointed by Secretary Ridge to serve on the 12-member Homeland Security Advisory Council.   

Mayor McCrory is involved in many national organizations.  He serves as President of the Republican Mayors and Local Officials (RMLO) organization, is the past six-term Chair of the U.S. Conference of Mayors (USCM) Environment Committee and is presently the USCM Chair for the Housing and Community Development Committee.  Recognizing the need for coordinated lobbying among North Carolina’s 25 largest cities, he was the founder and inaugural Chairman of the North Carolina Metropolitan Coalition.  

The Mayor has testified before Congress on environmental issues, transportation policy, and privatization initiatives and has been a guest on several national media broadcasts, including National Public Radio, Lehrer News Hour, CBS This Morning, MSNBC News, CNN and CNBC.  

Mayor McCrory founded the Mayor’s Mentoring Alliance in 1995 and was presented the 2001 Governor’s Outstanding Local Official Award for his mentoring work.  He is the only elected official to serve on the national board of the Afterschool Alliance and is a featured Mayor in Harvard University’s Faith-based Executive Session.  He is also involved with many local charity boards and serves as the honorary chair for the Charlotte chapters of the Alzheimer Foundation, and Arthritis Foundation.  

Mayor McCrory graduated from Catawba College in 1978 with a B.A. degree in Political Science/Education.  He also received an Honorary Doctorate degree from Catawba College in 2001.  Since graduation, he has held several management positions with Duke Energy Corporation.  He is married to Ann Gordon McCrory.

TERENCE M. O’SULLIVAN

Terence M. O'Sullivan exemplifies America's newest generation of labor leaders dedicated to innovative, sometimes radical approaches focused on growing the significance and expanding the reach of organized labor in the 21st Century. 

Since becoming General President of the more than 800,000-member Laborers' International Union of North America on January 1, 2000, O'Sullivan has guided the Laborers to the forefront of the union movement, reshaping it into one of the most active, aggressive, and progressive affiliates within the AFL-CIO. The Laborers' Union is large and diverse, representing workers in construction, hazardous waste remediation, health care, education, maintenance, food service, clerical, state and municipal government and the postal service. 

Mr. O'Sullivan has quickly restructured, retooled and refined LIUNA's goals, programs, and services. The union today has set as its number one priority what has become the O'Sullivan mantra: "significantly increasing market share in every sector of every industry where LIUNA represents workers." Under his leadership the union has adopted "organize or die" as its day-to-day motto, while at the same time increasing its commitment to grassroots political activities, apprenticeship, training and education, and labor-management cooperation. 

On May 8, 2003, O'Sullivan was elected Chairman and CEO of ULLICO.

He also serves as a Vice President on the AFL-CIO Executive Council, and numerous AFL-CIO committees. He was appointed by AFL-CIO President John Sweeney to chair the Federation's Committee on State and Local Strategies.

Before becoming the Laborers' leader, Mr. O'Sullivan served as Vice President, Mid-Atlantic Regional Manager, and Assistant to the General President. Prior to that, Mr. O'Sullivan was a high school teacher and coach, and founded and operated a computer software firm.

A native of San Francisco, California, he joined the Laborers' Union in 1974 and is a long-time member of Local 1353, Charleston, West Virginia.

ROGER PLATT

Roger Platt is senior vice president and counsel for The Real Estate Roundtable. The Roundtable represents the leaders of America’s top public and privately owned real estate entities on public policy issues in Washington.

Working closely with The Real Estate Roundtable’s Environment and Energy Policy Advisory Committee, Mr. Platt communicates to Congress, the Bush Administration and federal agencies the organization’s views on environment and energy issues affecting real estate, such as brownfields cleanup liability under Superfund, smart growth policies, indoor air quality controls, energy efficiency incentives, and barriers to distributed generation.  He also advocates Roundtable positions on telecommunications, and homeland security issues that have implications for real estate.  Mr. Platt serves as liaison on environmental, energy, and homeland security issues to the leadership of The Real Estate Roundtable.   He also serves as the executive director of the Real Estate Information Sharing and Analysis Center, a non-profit corporation – initially organized by the Real Estate Roundtable -- that supports the broader industry’s two-way information channel with the Department of Homeland Security. 

Mr. Platt joined the Roundtable’s predecessor organization,  National Realty Committee, as deputy counsel in 1994.  He was named vice president and counsel in 1998, and senior vice president and counsel in 2001.  Before joining NRC, Mr. Platt served as a consultant to President Clinton’s newly formed Corporation for National and Community Service.  Previously, he was a senior associate at the San Francisco law firm of Coblentz, Cahen, McCabe & Breyer, where he specialized in real estate and urban land-use issues.

Before joining Coblentz, Cahen, et al., Mr. Platt was an associate in the real estate department at Bianchi, Paxton, Engel, Keegin & Sherwood, a law firm in San Rafael, California, where he represented a variety of residential and commercial real estate companies.

Mr. Platt is a graduate of Harvard University and the University of San Francisco School of Law.  He is a frequent contributor to American Bar Association and other legal and real estate journals.  He is a member of the California and District of Columbia bar associations and a member of the Urban Land Institute (ULI).  At ULI, he chairs the Sustainable Development Council consisting of developers and designers of “green” high-performance buildings. JONATHAN F.P. ROSE

Mr. Rose is President of Jonathan Rose Companies LLC, a network of community and land use planning and development firms that collaborate with cities, towns and not-for-profits to plan and develop environmentally responsible projects by creating vibrant, diverse cultural centers with a balance of jobs, housing, open land and mass transit.  

Mr. Rose is an innovator in bringing together solutions to planning, community development, finance, culture and land preservation. In 1980, he developed the first live/work community with internet access in every home. In 1984 he planned the country’s first post-war green mixed income, mixed use large-scale transit-oriented development.  Since then, his projects have consistently modeled new solutions to development, environmental and community problems.  Mr. Rose is a leading thinker in the Smart Growth and green building movements, and a frequent speaker on the subjects.  

Mr. Rose’s projects range from low income housing for homeless people with AIDS, seniors and first time home buyers, to state-of-the-art academic buildings, performing arts centers and libraries.  His work also includes land preservation, urban infill, inner city urban industrial, wholesale, artists and telecommunications projects.  All of his projects are “green.” 

Mr. Rose's community development activities include serving as Chair of the Board of the Greyston Foundation (1994-2004), an innovative entrepreneurial community development organization that has been revitalizing Yonkers, New York. He also serves on the Executive Committee of the Board of the Enterprise Foundation.

Environmental not-for-profit affiliations include current service on the Boards of the American Museum of Natural History (Chair of the Building Committee), Natural Resources Defense Council, the Real Estate Advisory Board of the Trust for Public Land, and the Leadership Council of Yale University’s School of Forestry and Environmental Studies. 

Mr. Rose's work has been recognized by many awards, a few of which include the UN with its 1996 Corporate Best Practices award, and an honor award from the National Trust for Historic Preservation.  In 1999 his Denver Dry Goods Building was selected by the AIA as one of the nation’s 10 most environmentally responsible developments. In April of 2000, he received the Natural Resources Defense Council’s “Force for Nature” award. In 2001, he received the Northeast Sustainable Energy Association’s Green Building Award for the Burnham Building in Irvington, New York.  In March of 2002, Mr. Rose received the Open Space Institute's "Land Conservation Award" and in October 2002, he received the AIA New York Chapter and NY Foundation for Architecture 2002 Design Award. In June 2003, his firm received the Clean Air Excellence Award in Community Development/Redevelopment for Highlands' Garden Village in Denver, Colorado. In October 2003, Mr. Rose received Global Green USA’s  “Designing a Sustainable and Secure World” award.   He also received France’s

“Grand Prix due Disque” award.

Mr. Rose graduated from Yale University in 1974 with a B.A. in Psychology, and received a Masters in Regional Planning from the University of Pennsylvania in 1980.  He is married to Diana Rose, dressage rider and president of the Garrison Institute, and has two children.

DR. ANTHONY M. SANTOMERO

Anthony M. Santomero was appointed the ninth President of the Federal Reserve Bank of Philadelphia on July 10, 2000.  

Dr. Santomero received an A.B. in economics from Fordham University in 1968 and a Ph.D. in economics from Brown University in 1971. He also holds an honorary doctorate from the Stockholm School of Economics in Sweden, received in 1992, and an honorary degree from the University of Rome in 2003.  

Before becoming president of the Philadelphia Fed, Dr. Santomero was the Richard K. Mellon Professor of Finance at the University of Pennsylvania’s Wharton School. During his 30-year tenure at Wharton, he held a number of academic and managerial positions including Deputy Dean of the school, Vice Dean of the graduate division, Associate Director of the doctoral program, and Co-Chairman of the finance department. He also served as the Director of the Wharton Financial Institutions Center, which focuses academic research on the financial services industry. While at Wharton, Dr. Santomero established a reputation as a recognized consultant to major financial institutions and regulatory agencies throughout North America, Europe and the Far East.

As an academic author, he has written more than 100 articles, books and monographs on financial sector regulation and economic performance. His two most recent books are Financial Markets, Instruments, and Institutions and Challenges for Modern Central Banking.
In keeping with his commitment to education and research, Dr. Santomero serves on Drexel University’s Board of Trustees as well as its LeBow Business School Advisory Board.  He is also on the University of Delaware’s Visiting Committee for the Crawley School of Business, and the Advisory Boards of the Wharton Financial Institutions Center and the Penn Institute for Economic Research.  He is Chairman of the Economic Advisory Board of the Stockholm Institute for Financial Research, and serves on the advisory boards of the Copenhagen Center for Law Economics and Financial Institutions, and the Italian Bankers Association's European Banking Report.

Active in the community, Dr. Santomero is also on the Board of Directors of the Greater Philadelphia Chamber of Commerce and the Board of the Mann Center for the Performing Arts. He also serves on the Governor’s Task Force for Working Families. 

COUNTY EXECUTIVE RON SIMS

King County Executive Ron Sims, after being overwhelmingly elected in 1997 to run Washington State's largest county, has already set an impressive list of accomplishments for local government. 

Mr. Sims has won regional praise and national recognition for his leadership in a three-county effort to restore the runs of the prized Chinook salmon, declared threatened by the National Marine Fisheries Service earlier in 1999.

Mr. Sims has also been a regional leader on managing growth in the economically booming King County region, as well as a driver on comprehensive, smart strategies to deal with transportation of people and goods and services in the heavily congested Puget Sound corridor. Sims is a member of the advisory board of the Brookings Center on Urban and Metropolitan Policy and the Puget Sound Clean Air Agency.

From his 11 years on the King County Council and his 7 years in his present position, Sims has been widely acknowledged as one of the most effective and dynamic leaders of regional government since the County Executive's office was created in 1969.

Both as Council budget chair and Executive, Mr. Sims has established a reputation as a fiscal conservative with a deeply caring set of values. Each of his budgets as Executive has come in under the state mandated caps on local spending. At the same time, under the Sims Administration, record amounts have been spent to meet the growing demand for improved and expanded county roadways.

Mr. Sims possesses a proven track record of regional leadership that blends high tech innovation with passion, common sense, volunteer activism and community service. Mr. Sims is recognized as a problem solver with the ability to bring together and work with diverse interests to resolve difficult challenges. His knowledge of governments, his abilities to forge coalitions across the political spectrum and his passion for public service have made him an effective and charismatic leader.

With nearly 1.7 million residents and a workforce of almost 13,000, King County is the 13th largest county in the United States, and the home of such economic dynamos as Microsoft, Amazon.com, Starbucks, and Nordstrom. Mr. Sims is a former member of the U.S. Intergovernmental Policy Advisory Committee on Trade.

Born in Spokane in 1948, Mr. Sims is the son of Lydia Sims and the late Reverend James, both long time civic activists in Spokane. He graduated from Spokane's Lewis and Clark High School, and earned a B.A. in Psychology from Central Washington University, where he was student body president in his senior year.

Sims, his wife Cayan Topacio, and his three sons, Douglas, Daniel and Aaron, live in South Seattle.
CHRISTINE TODD WHITMAN

Christine Todd Whitman has spent a distinguished career in public service while serving as the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency and as the 50th Governor of the State of New Jersey. Whitman served in the Cabinet of President George W. Bush as EPA Administrator from January 2001 - June 2003.

Among the noteworthy achievements of her time in office were the introduction of President Bush's Clear Skies Initiative to ensure clean air for all Americans to breathe; the establishment of a watershed based approach to protecting our Nation's lakes, streams, and rivers; and the passage of landmark brownfields legislation that is bringing 

economic and environmental vitality back to neighborhoods marred by abandoned industrial sites.

Under Administrator Whitman's leadership, the EPA also centered an historic agreement to clean up the Hudson River, issued the first-ever State of the Environment Report, and for the first time required cleaner burning diesel engines for non-road vehicles such as tractors and bulldozers. Whitman believes strongly that economic success and environmental protection must go hand in hand, which is why she actively promoted partnerships and market incentives such as the Energy Star and Climate Leaders programs.

Prior to leading the EPA, Administrator Whitman served as the 50th Governor of New Jersey, the first female ever to be elected to that State's highest office. During her first term, she immediately began delivering on a campaign promise to cut state income taxes by 30 percent for most taxpayers and eliminate them all together for 380,000 low-income families. While cutting taxes more than 50 times during her tenure, Whitman coupled increased state funding for education with higher academic standards 

for public schools, won approval for a stable funding source to preserve 1 million acres of farmland and open space in the nation's most densely populated state, saw the creation of 375,000 new jobs, and saw crime reduced to its lowest level in 25 years.

Governor Whitman also appointed the first African-American to sit on the state Supreme Court and the first woman to serve as its Chief Justice as well as the first female Chief of Staff.  In 1995, she became the first governor to deliver the Republican response to a U.S. President's State of the Union Address.

Governor Whitman currently sits on the Board of Directors of S.C. Johnson and Son, Inc., Texas Instruments Incorporated, United Technologies Corporation, the Chicago Climate Exchange, Inc.and Millennium Challenge Corporation. 

Governor Whitman is also a Co-chair of the National Smart Growth Council, an initiative of Smart Growth America; and Co-chair of Freedom's Answer. The Governor is a member of the following:  the Steering Committee of The Cancer Institute of New Jersey Leadership Council; the United Nations Secretary-General's Advisory Board on Water and Sanitation; the Leadership Council of the Republican Pro-Choice Coalition; the National Steering Committee, W Stands for Women-Bush Cheney '04; the Governors' Board of The Oquirrh Institute  She is also serving on the Study on S&T Presidential and Federal Advisory Committee Appointments of the National Academies and a member of the newly formed Center for Civic Engagement and Volunteerism Advisory Board at Raritan Community College.

She is currently writing a book entitled: "It's My Party, Too," which is due out in early 

2005 about the place of moderates in American politics.

Prior to becoming governor, she was President of the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities and served on the Somerset County Board of Freeholders. She grew up in Hunterdon County, New Jersey and earned a bachelor's degree in government from Wheaton College in Massachusetts in 1968. She is married to John R. Whitman. They have two children.
JIM WUNDERMAN

Jim Wunderman is president and chief executive officer of the Bay Area Council.  All of his work for the employer-sponsored, CEO-led public policy organization is directed at strengthening the nine-county region’s economy and improving the quality of life of its residents.

Mr. Wunderman was previously Senior Vice President of Corporate Affairs for Providian Financial Corporation, from 1997 – 2004.  He was responsible for managing the Company’s Community Relations, Charitable Giving, and State and Local Government Affairs Programs.

In September of 2003, at the request of Secretary of State Kevin Shelley, Mr. Wunderman took a leave of absence from Providian to serve as the Secretary’s Chief of Staff, managing the unprecedented challenge of the Recall election held on October 7.

Before joining Providian, Mr. Wunderman operated his own consulting company, The Wunderman Group, providing public affairs, political campaigning and marketing services.  Major clients included the San Francisco 49ers, Deloitte and Touche LLP, and the United Way of Santa Clara County. 

From 1992 through 1995, Mr. Wunderman served as Deputy Mayor and Chief of Staff in the administration of San Francisco Mayor Frank M. Jordan.  In this capacity, he served as chief advisor to the Mayor on all policy, administrative, and political matters.  He oversaw the operations of all city departments and was responsible for annually balancing San Francisco’s $3 billion budget during a particularly challenging economic period.  Mr. Wunderman was the Mayor’s Office lead negotiator with the city’s labor unions and, in a role as mediator, helped negotiate a quick and successful conclusion to San Francisco’s newspaper strike of 1994. 

From 1984 to 1988, Mr. Wunderman served as Special Assistant to San Francisco Mayor Dianne Feinstein.  He was responsible for overseeing the fiscal, policy, and operations activities of several city departments.  He also served as liaison to the San Francisco Board of Supervisors and played a key role preparing the city for the 1984 Democratic National Convention.

From 1988 through 1991, Mr. Wunderman was a General Manager for two of Norcal Waste Systems’ largest waste collection and recycling companies in San Francisco and Silicon Valley.  

Mr. Wunderman previously was the Chairman of the San Francisco Chamber of Commerce, and co-chaired the Public Affairs Roundtable of the Bay Area Council.  He serves on the Board of Directors of several nonprofit organizations.

Mr. Wunderman graduated with honors from San Francisco State University, majoring in Political Science.  He also holds an Associate of Applied Sciences Degree (summa cum laude) from Kingsborough College of the City University of New York, where he majored in Business Administration.
